If an umpire could steal the show in a Major League game, Al Clark might well have been the one to

do it. Tough but fair, in his thirty years as a professional umpire he took on some of

baseballÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s great umpire baiters, such as Earl Weaver, Billy Martin, and Dick Williams, while

ejecting any number of the gameÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s eliteÃ¢â‚¬â€•once tearing a hamstring in the process.

He was the first Jewish umpire in American League history, and probably the first to eject his own

father from the officialsÃ¢â‚¬â„¢ dressing room. But whatever Clark was doingÃ¢â‚¬â€•officiating at

Nolan RyanÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s three hundredth win, Cal RipkenÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s record breaker, or the

Ã¢â‚¬Å“earthquakeÃ¢â‚¬Â• World Series of 1989, or braving a labor dispute, an anti-Semitic tirade

by a Cy Young Award winner, or a legal imbroglioÃ¢â‚¬â€•it makes for a good story.Ã‚Â Called Out

but Safe is ClarkÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s outspoken and often hilarious account of his life in baseball from umpire

school through the highlights to the inglorious end of his stellar career.

Al Clark was a professional umpire for thirty years, working more than three thousand games,

including two All-Star Games, seven playoff series, and two World Series. Former AP sportswriter

Dan Schlossberg is the author or coauthor of more than thirty baseball books, including Designated

Hebrew: The Ron Blomberg Story and Making Airwaves: 60 Years at MiloÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s Microphone.

The umpire speaks poorly of another MLB Umpire who is deceased and can't defend himself (and

was considered by players as one of the best umpires in baseball) and ends up in Federal Prison.

And then all of a suddenÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦

youÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢re being educated on the way umpires rotate all their positions on the field

based on how many runners are on base and where the ball isÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ almost like

synchronized swimmingÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ albeitÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ one of the swimmers is wearing a

face mask and shin protectors.Al ClarkÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ along with being the only Jewish umpire in

American League historyÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ during his career Major League Baseball changed from a

team of umpires specific to each leagueÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ to one team of umpires that rotated

through both leagues. Al takes you from his childhood in New Jersey with loving

parentsÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ all the way to the Big LeaguesÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ with a late life detour into

prisonÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ for a bad decisionÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ and association. The book is peppered

with anecdotes of famous playersÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ but truth be toldÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ this

readerÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ hoped for more than were provided. It seems thatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦

perhapsÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ subconsciously Al still tried to heed the most important guidelines that his

umpiring career was built aroundÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ not to care who wonÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ and to blend

into the background as much as possibleÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ because the old saying is that fans

donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t pay to come watch the umps and referees.SurprisinglyÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ the

most impactful part of the bookÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ was his four months in prison. The author truly

understoodÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ and insightfully sharedÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ what the lossÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ of

one of lifeÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s most valuable assetsÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ freedomÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ is

really likeÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ even in a minimal security prison. So AlÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ may have

tripped up rounding thirdÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ and been tagged outÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ but he

certainlyÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ got upÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ dusted himself offÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ and still made it

home!

I read reviews that slammed this book. They are all grossly mistaken. I am a long-time sports

official. An umpire for many years (and still active in my 40's) and this book is superb. Those

criticizing the book can call themselves "fans" and that's all they are. They have most likely never



umpired a game in their life. I've umpired thousands. Al Clark did a superb job. This book is well

worth the read. You will not be disappointed. Ignore the haters and wannabe officials. This is the

real deal.

I saw the author speak at an event prior to reading this book and was fascinated by his story.The

book is a quick read and pretty well written. The biggest issue I saw with it (which I also noticed at

the speaking engagement) was that Clark refused to accept responsibility for any of his mistakes.

Clark seemed like a genuinely good man, but he clearly has made his share of mistakes, resulting in

MLB firing him and a short stay at a low security prison. Overall, this is an enjoyable book, it just

needed a bit more accountability.
