Numerals to identify major pattern pieces and the numerals are next to the pattern, not smack in the
middle of them. | would think that writing ’Front’ Side Front’, or 'Back’ on a piece would not be that
hard. She uses letters to notate lines as in geometry and that isn’t too bad. Again, writing ’Side’,
"Top’ and 'Side Front’ doesn’t seem like it should have been as hard as it appeared to be for this
author. Many good pattern shapes are included which makes this worth getting. Just be patient with
the patterns which do indicate that they are made for a 5’8" man and a 5’6" woman.\, so hopefully

that means that using a projector would make things really easy.
