Dams are listed
separately at the end of each county (chapter). Some of the lighthouses in the area are also listed,

Michigan Lighthouses" by the same author.One of the things that we liked best about this book is
that it is arranged by county. When we are looking to take a half day trip it was easy to find the
waterfalls that were in that area.
