Similar to many Christmas stories of animals anticipating or viewing the Nativity, EXCEPT what |
loved was the variety. Rather than the usual donkey, sheep, and dove, there are (many named and
many more pictured) owls, insects, bears, otters, salmon, sandpipers... creatures from all over the
world. The language is evocative and poetic- "the waves that roared it to the great white whales that
sang it to the starfish in the deep". The illustrations show the animals rather elongated and have a
crackled painting look, nice rich color; I'd have preferred it to be a bit more realistic and less stylized

for a child’s book, but all in all a beautiful book with a lot to look at.
