Even though | was
brought up in the church and been a Christian for a long time, | am sad to say that | have always
found something was missing from the churches | was part of. | felt like we as the church were the
blind leading the blind. Where was this abundant life that Jesus promised? | didn’t feel | had
anymore to offer to non-Christians than what the world did, except a membership to a group of
people who said that after this life ended, we had tickets to heaven. And now | know why. The way
John presents The Good News is revelatory and new (for us now but not for the early church): this
is the Good News and what the Apostles were willing to lay down their lives for. We need to
understand the times we live in and we so desperately need intimacy with the Father God. Too often
new Christians are told to attend church, tithe, pray and read the bible. It is woefully inadequate.
Thank you for writing a book that actually equips us and prepares us for what the reality of the

Christian walk is like. It is a clarion call.

Jesus said, "I came that you may have life, and have it abundantly." That's a bold challenge but,
truth be told, most Christians aren’t exactly experiencing anything like the abundant life. "Waking the
Dead" challenges the reader to get beyond the many barriers and distractions that keep people from
realizing their identity and heritage in Christ. | myself took John’s suggestion and went to a solitary
place to inquire of the Lord regarding a perceived barrier I'd been unable to even identify, let alone
overcome.
