Instead, | kept it handy on a shelf where | walk past
several times a day, and whenever | found a spare minute or two, | would open the book and read a
few pages.This book lends itself beautifully to such short reading sessions. It is divided into 12
chapters plus an introduction, a glossary, a timeline of Yorkshire history and an index.The history
chapters span the period from Prehistoric times to the conflict between Royalists and Roundheads
in the 1700s. Chapter 11 is titled "Made in Yorkshire and proud of it!", while chapter 12 offers a
"Yorkshire factfile", which is interesting and amusing and could come handy in the odd pub
quiz.Historic facts are presented in an easy-to-read and often witty way (without trying to make the
past look better than it was). What happened is described in a detailed enough manner, at the same
time keeping in mind the bigger picture. | really enjoyed reading up about things | only had a sketchy
idea of, or didn’t know anything at all.
