It's questionable whether this is a romance novel or porn, that said, if you skip the

explicit sex the short story is sweet, not unique nor exciting but leaves the reader feeling good at the

end. Katherine is a mixed bag character, one scene she is an independent, self-sufficient woman

and the next she is being led against her will or taken by surprise because she isn't capable of

anticipating others moves or allowing her sister to stay in an abusive marriage with no protection.

On the other hand, Jace is the epitome of all things which make a hero appealing. Sweet story and

great hero character.

This book's main character almost gets raped by her boss. The police are not contacted and it is



later implied that she should have seen it coming. She's also able to get over her sister's death in a

few weeks and starts dating her sister's abusive husband's brother. I recommend a newer novel. I

am amazed that this was written in the 1990's and not the 1890's.

This is a warm and feel good work. The idea of a sister taking over the care of a newborn baby is so

supportive. Then when the brother-in-law is included in rearing the baby, the good feelings just

multiply. Of course, in a most predictable way, the two of them wind up together in the true sense of

the word.
