Daniel Beard was born in 1850 and lived most of his life in Kentucky. From an early age, Beard

decided to devote his life to American boyhood. He was a prolific writer, illustrator, the founder of

two different societies for boys and one of the original founding members of the Boy Scouts of

America. Before his death in 1941, Beard received the only Golden Eagle badge ever awarded from

the Boy Scouts of America, and had the mountain peak adjoining Mt. McKinley in Alaska named in

his honor. --This text refers to an out of print or unavailable edition of this title.

We no

longer live in a world where a vast forest stretches from sea to shining sea, so some of these



projects will be daydreams alone. But man, there's some awesome stuff in here. Buy it, grab your

son (or little brother) sit down and figure out how to conquer your world.
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
